SCHOOL DELIVERY DRIVERS –  

COK works solely through School Representatives keenly aware of a student’s need for 

essential school clothing, which affects their ability to learn. Each Sussex County Head Start, 

Elementary and Middle School has a designated COK Representative provided with a 

username and password to access the COK system for ordering clothing on behalf of those 

children. The Center Volunteers receive the orders, fill those from inventory or shop for items 

not readily available and package them. Drivers must then deliver those packages to the School 

Representative making the request. It’s the final piece in COK’s goal to offer an opportunity for 

every child to achieve excellence. COK serves all of Sussex County, so we’re seeking drivers 

who will deliver packages within our area to towns such as: Milford, Seaford, Bridgeville, 

Fenwick, Laurel, Lewes, Milton, etc. It’s an important and rewarding assignment bringing those 

treasured items to the schools who will in turn hand them to the kids most in need.
